Syros is found almost in the centre of Cyclades.
She is surrounded by the islands of Andros,
Tinos, Mykonos, Naxos, Paros, Siphnos, Serifos,
Kythnos, Kea and Gyaros. From the hill of Ano
Syra the visitor can see all these islands and
immediately he will understand why Syros devel-
oped in administrative, commercial, intellectual
and cultural centre of Cyclades.

It has population roughly 25 thousands resi-
dents, orthodox and Catholics and her capital is
Ermoupolis "The Sovereign of Aegean" built in
the hills that surround the harbor. You will be
charmed immediately by her impressive archi-
tecture which is perhaps the only classic city that
has remained in Greece.

Hermoupolis was built during the Greek Revolu-
tion from Chiotes, Psarianous and Aivaiotes refu-
gees, after the destruction of Chios.  Her settlers
gave the city the name of Kerdoou and Scholar
Ermis. Hermoupolis means "the city of Ermis",
that was the ancient god of trade and letters.

The splendid classics mansions, samples of Ro-
mantic Classicism, gave the impression of a Euro-
pean city in the centre of the Aegean. European
and Greek architects (Ziller, Sampo, Erlach-

er, Vlisidis, Eleytheriadis, etc.) and craftsmen and
painters created this city that her architecture is
considered monumental. The Town Hall, the
Club "Greece", the Temple of Saint Nikolaos,
the Apollo theatre and the mansionsin the
district "Vaporia", are samples of this architec-
ture. The city continues to constitute one of the
most important administrative and commercial
centers of southern Aegean. Today in Hermou-
polis reside the Region of Southern Aegean and
the Prefecture Cyclades. Neo classics buildings,
squares and streets testify the period of
acne, but the intellectual and cultural movement
continues also today the course that began the
previous century

The Island of Artemis - is an island of untouched
natural beauty and great harmony,

Having a constantly changing landscape. It

has an outline that demonstrates profound sea
partitions and forms deep leeward shelters and
large bays at many points. The greater part of the
island is flat with valleys that reach as far as the
sea and with low-lying mountains and its highest
point being at Kleidi at 320 metres. This is why
the island has derived its name from the ancient
Greek word “leros” meaning smooth or level.
Lakki, the main port of Leros is secure and safe
and is the largest natural harbour in the Medi-
terranean. It has modern port facilities and two
units for servicing yachts. It looks like a huge
lake, with an open space of only 400 meters to-
wards the sea. This natural characteristic was the
reason why it was called Porto Lago (port - lake)
by the Italians and was chosen as a naval base.
Lakki has a very different colour from the rest of
the island yet it is both unusual and extremely
impressive Imposing buildings stranded across
the beach, are built in a modern and simple, so-
called International architectural style. Monu-
mental buildings, wide streets, rows of tree and
parks, all designed and developed by the Italians
during the inter-war period of 1934.

In the centre of the town is the market with the

characteristic Clock Tower and circular wall sur-
rounded by columns. The public buildings which
stand out even today are the Customs’ Building
which today is home to the Police Station., the
Hospital, the Elementary School (1934-36), the
building of the Naval Administration (1929), the
building which housed the 10th Infantry Regi-
ment and was called the “Caserna di Regina” or
the Royal Barracks, the Hotel Roma in the market
that was later re-named Hotel Leros, as well as
the Catholic church of St Nicolas, which today
operates as an Orthodox church. The Lerians
have preserved these historical buildings as best
they can, and continue to attract all the island’s
visitors. But, signs of erosion on some of these
buildings are evident.

The town of Karlovasi is located 32 Km west of
Samos Town. In the old days it was mentioned

as Karlovasia (plural of Karlovasi) because it was

comprised out of three communities, New Karlo-
vasi, Middle Karlovasi and Old Karlovasi where the
port was. They were all independent villages and
built on the hills that are surrounding the valley.

During the 1950’s they were united along with a
Karlovasi settlement named Sakouleika and thus
comprised the Municipality of Karlovasi.

In nowadays all three villages have expanded so
much so they are united to one. The result is that
Karlovasi is the largest in size and most sparsely
populated area of Samos as well as Greece. Kar-
lovasi is the headquarters of the Mathematical
school of the Aegean University and is a major
commercial center.

In order to bring more people closer to offshore sailing, HORC will provide on-
line broadcasting of the charting and the position of the participating boats on

a map on the regatta’s website with continuous information, race description,
photographs and video clips, as well as the immediate display of the results. The
advanced Satellite Boat Tracking system that will be used for the competition of
the Aegean Rally, originally for safety reasons, was developed and implemented
by G4S Telematix S.A (www.g4s.gr & www.telematix.gr), which is the leading Tele-
matics services provider in Greece and HORC's collaborator for the past five years
in the course of the Aegean Rally. G4S Telematix’s Satellite Tracking System,
besides security for the sailboats, also offers as a great source of information for
fans and on-line spectators providing them with constantly updated information
including exact Geographical Location of competing boats as well as race results.
